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From the Rector

Dear Friends at Holy Trinity,

We have made our way through the season of Lent, and now comes the Great Fifty Days of Easter. (Welcome back,
“Alleluia’s!”)

As the Episcopal Church has moved more and more towards celebrating the Eucharist at all principal liturgies, we have
inadvertently stepped away from many of our traditions in the Daily Office (Morning and Evening Prayer). These
“offices” can of course be prayed by individuals and small groups, but their use, and general knowledge of them, has
decreased in recent years.

One of my favorite additions to the 1979 Prayer Book is the Pascha nostrum, which can take the place of The Invitato-
ry at Morning Prayer during Easter season. A combination of 1 Corinthians 5.7-8, Romans 6.9-11, and 1 Corinthians
15.20-22, this ancient song (spoken or sung) is a wonderful devotion that I commend to your use over the next couple
of months until Pentecost.

Alleluia.

Christ our Passover has been sacrificed for us; therefore let us keep the feast,

Not with the old leaven, the leaven of malice and evil, but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. Alleluia.
Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him.

The death that he died, he died to sin, one for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God.

So also consider yourselves dead to sin, and alive to God in Jesus Christ our Lord. Alleluia.

Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who have fallen asleep.

For since by a man came death, by a man has come also the resurrection of the dead.

For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be made alive. Alleluia.

Alleluia - Christ is risen!

The Lord is risen indeed - Alleluia!
