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A message from our Assistant Rector
The Reverend John Satula

At 5 am Saturday morning June 12, five cars left Holy Trinity en route to the Orlando International
Airport, to send off 13 of our Senior High Youth and 4 adults, not only on their annual mission trip, but on
their first international mission trip to Carrillos de Poas located in Costa Rica. Those of us, both leaders and

Upon arriving in San Jose (the capital of Costa Rica) we were met by people from Strong Missions, the
organization we would be working with for the next week. We were taken to their housing site, were given a
delicious lunch, introduced to the interns and construction workers who would be our leaders during the
trip, and then taken to tour the three worksites Strong Missions is currently working on. The sites included a
Methodist Church, a park and a school. We would be working at the latter two sites helping to erect walls
around the park and begin building an extension to the local school which once completed will house offices
and other facilities.

Monday through Thursday were our work days. Each morning, we ate breakfast, said Morning
Prayer, broke into our two work groups, and left for the park and school. It was obvious from the moment
that we began our work that the youth were excited about our tasks. During our evening reflections, when
we talked about the day, many commented how wonderful it felt to have a part in building something that
will one day benefit so many, for so many years. The work was tough, making mortar and concrete, sifting
dirt, painting large walls and scaffolding, twisting rue bar, moving and lifting cinder blocks, but at the same
time it was also a lot of fun. It was great to see how much we had accomplished during the week at the close
of our final day. We had made significant progress, progress that future groups will build on.

We worked at these two sites three out of our four work days. One work day was spent with the
young children in the community of Los Guido. It was here where we were truly introduced to the poverty
in Costa Rica as well as the unimaginable struggles faced by those much younger than us. We were
introduced to a community of shacks built one on top of another, usually housing large families, a
community filled with children, many of whom do not have fathers, but have mothers and other family
members who are prostitutes and addicted to drugs, where every morsel of food and drink is more precious
than gold. We were taken to a Methodist Church led by Pastor Edgar. He greeted us and then gave one of
the most touching and inspirational sermons many of us had ever heard. He spoke of how he envisioned
building the place we were now in, to be a place that would be a safe haven for the children of Los Guido, a

pl ace where they could come for worship, song, pl ay
hosts a soup kitchen providing breakfast and lunch for the children of the community five days a week,
which for most are their only meal s. I n order to i

welfare, he requires them to take turns cooking the food and cleaning up each day.

After meeting with Pastor Edgar we helped at the soup kitchen, serving and talking with the children.
We then spent the rest of the day giving them piggyback rides, playing soccer, horsing around, singing and
dancing with them. It was a day that touched our youth on a level that | will not even attempt to describe.
At our reflection that night | said to our youth, in the face of such poverty, in the face of such hardship and
struggle experienced by children as young as 3 years old, where is God, where is Christ in the midst of all
this. And they all agreed that at this point in time, at this moment in their lives, they, our youth, were the
face, the eyes, the hands and the feet of Christ; they were the face of love and hope to a type of poverty and
hardship none of them had ever come face to face with before. And these children, whom they had just spent
the day with, were in turn the face of love and hope to them as well. Our youth saw Christ in all of them
whenever a smile or a kiss or a hug or a high five came from one of these children. This is the call of Christ,
for His children to be His hands, His feet, His eyes, His love in this world to the best of our ability. This is the
heart of mission work, this is our call as Christians, and this is the call our youth answered through the work
they did while in Costa Rica.
