Kingõs Cross: The Story of the World in the Life of Jesus, by 
Timothy Keller.  2011.  The author brings a different  light 
to the study of Mark.  He presents it through a series of 
compelling ideas or images.  He takes the life of Christ, as 
told by Mark, and presents it in terms of two main 
themes: "The King" and "The Cross."   He deals with the 

question:  òWhy did Jesus have to die?ó  232.8 KEL

The Lost Gospel of Judas Iscariot: A New Look at Betrayer and 
Betrayed, by Bart D. Ehrman.  2006.   The author covers 
the background of Gnosticism in general, exploring how 
this gospel fits into that tradition and examining what the 
book says: that Judas was the recipient of secret 
revelations because he alone of all the disciples 
understood Jesus' message of salvation, and that he is to 
be honored for executing his part of the divine plan.

No Future without Forgiveness, by Desmond Tutu.  1999.  
The author, the Anglican Bishop of Cape Town and 
Nobel Peace Prize winner, was persuaded to postpone 
retirement to give South Africa one more thing: his 
leadership as chairman of the Truth and Reconciliation 
Commission. Tutu speaks frankly of this call, of the 
struggle that preceded it and of the betrayals and 

jubilations of this unique commission. Ubuntu, he 
explains, is the African expression that was at the heart of 
the TRC's labors. Meaning something like "a person is a 
person through other people," Ubuntu sums up Tutu's 
philosophical framework for addressing apartheid's hard 
truths and beginning the reconciliation process necessary 
to move beyond apartheid's legacy.   Human rights, he 
affirms, cannot stand without Ubuntu's deeper 
foundation; the future cannot be without forgiveness.

2010.  The author offers guidelines for a spiritual practice 
designed to make humanity a kinder and saner species.

evolution of our brains and our natural capacity for 
empathy; and she provides a clarifying interpretation of
